Weekend Burglaries & Thefts (UPDATE)

Detective Porras was assigned these cases and was able to use a national database to learn that the
bicycle that was reported stolen had been subsequently pawned at a local pawn shop. Detective Porras
is following up on a number of leads on this case. The Honda CRV is still reported stolen and is a 2010
model, silver in color.

Because the owner of the bicycle recorded the serial number of the bicycle before its theft, police
were able to locate it and return it to its rightful owner while garnering additional leads in the case as a
result.

Be sure to document all of your property as best you can, including all serial numbers, so that the
information can be supplied to the police should you need to report a loss. If you have any information
about these cases, please contact Det.

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Between the late evening hours of October 1%, 2016 and early morning hours of October 2™, several
residents fell victim to thieves who entered vehicles and garages in the south-east portion of the Town.
Paradise Valley Police responded to a total of four (4) calls for service which resulted in the reporting of
1 stolen vehicle, one garage burglary and 4 vehicle burglaries.

In one of the vehicle burglaries, computer equipment, financial documents and sunglasses were
removed. In another, clothing and cigars were taken. In a third a pair of sunglasses was taken and in
the fourth vehicle burglary, the victim’s purse was taken. The purse was later located after it was
discarded. Sunglasses and cash were missing. It is believed that all of the vehicles were left unlocked
when they were entered.

One of the vehicles was entered as it sat in an unsecured garage that had its overhead door open.
Also taken from the garage was an adult bicycle, black with oversized white tires (photo is attached).

The vehicle that was reported stolen was a silver 2010 Honda CRV bearing Arizona registration
BNY2097.



It is extremely important that residents secure their property by removing all valuables from their
vehicles, lock car doors and activate the alarm and double check garage doors to ensure they are closed

when not in the garage. Do your part in making Paradise Valley less desirable to thieves and other
criminals.

If you see or have seen anything suspicious, the bicycle pictured below or the stolen Honda CRV,
please call 9-1-1 immediately to report it.
